9. Village Hall renovations

As previously noted in point 4, works are underway. The Parish Council have requested that invoices
are directed to them for payment in this instance.

10. Traffic Calming Measures

This issue was raised by a member of the public following the construction of traffic calming measures
and signage in Easton.

Councillor Revill referred to a meeting with SCC Highways in 2019 when all the traffic calming
measures available in Hacheston were outlined. It was concluded that Speed Indicator Devices are
effective and HPC had subsequently purchased a second unit. Further measures include a crossing
island.

Hacheston residents continue to raise the issue of traffic speeding through the village and it is
perceived that the situation is worsening. Further consideration of mitigation measures is needed.

The next meeting is scheduled for 9" November. With no further business the meeting was
adjourned.
